The Dubai Department of Economy & Tourism, in partnership
with Dubai Chambers and Hourani & Partners, has published
the Dubai Family Business Guidebook to equip family
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Economy announced the registration of the first batch of
national companies in its Unified Family Business Registry,
marking a new chapter in regulatory engagement and official
recognition.

The UAE Federal Tax Authority has also published its Corporate Tax Guide on the Taxation of Family Foundations, effective 28 May 2025.
Through the EmaraTax portal, eligible family foundations can now elect to be treated as “unincorporated partnerships,” which allows
profits to flow directly to beneficiaries rather than being taxed at the foundation level. To qualify, foundations must be purely
asset-holding, serve UAE-resident or qualifying beneficiaries, and meet anti-avoidance and distribution requirements. This new guidance
not only preserves more capital for Dubai families but also strengthens governance and simplifies succession planning.

Dubai is also continuing to reinforce its status as a global hub for family-owned businesses. According to the Dubai International
Financial Centre (DIFC), the number of Family-Owned Businesses grew by 33% in 2024 in DIFC, rising from 600 to over 800. During the
same period, the adoption of Foundation structures increased by 51% to reach 671, reflecting growing interest in long-term wealth
preservation, succession planning, and philanthropic endeavours. This momentum is further amplified by the increasing influx of
high-net-worth individuals who view Dubai as a trusted jurisdiction for safeguarding and growing family wealth across generations.
